Lake Havasu City, home of the historic London Bridge, is on the

east shore of Lake Havasu on the Colorado River border of Calif-
ornia and Arizona.

Forty-five mile long Lake Havasu, formed by Parker Dam on the
Colorado River, offers abundant attractions to its visitors. The deep
blue water with its coves and inlets, make the lake a good fishing
spot. Open stretches of water are the scene of annual national
outboard championships, sailing competitions, water skiing and
personal watercraft championships.

Early mines and mining towns are scattered in the desert near
Lake Havasu City. The most famous of these is Oatman.

Lake Havasu City is within a comfortable drive to Laughlin, Nevada
which is the home of ten hotel/casinos. Several smaller casinos,
owned and operated by local Indian tribes, are 30 minutes away,
Including a Casino/Resort in Parker.
